  A certificate of enrolment from the 
MHH for the upcoming semester (it can 
be handed in until the beginning of 
lecture period)  

 A copy of the health insurance 
certificate or of the certificate of 
exemption from the statutory health 
insurance (privately insured) 

  completed application for issuing the 
Uni-Service Card (student ID) including 
passport photo. 

Re-registration for the next

The re-registration is done informally 
within scheduled periods via e-mail or by 
post to the representative for European 
Master of Science in Midwifery of the 
MLU, a certificate of enrolment at the 
MHH for the current semester is to be 
included.
